STEP3

Construct the idea statement

An idea statement is the anchor of what you want to achieve.
A good idea statement gives specific direction and context,
yet is clearly understood and concise.




STEP4

Complete an Actionstorm

Answer the following question in as many ways as you can:
What could be done to achieve this idea?




STEPS

Enhance your Actionstorm

Challenge yourself to be ultra-specific with each of the action
items you captured. Break down large tasks with sub tasks.




STEP6

Legend your Actionstorm

Draw a ©) next to the action items
that you can complete in 5 minutes or less.

STEP7

Take quick action NOW!

Pick one of those action items that you just drew a
smiley face next to. You know it will take you 5 minutes
or less, so DO IT NOW!

If time is still tickin' after you
complete one action item, why not sneak in one
more and cross off two right now.
